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ATMINTINE DEL TIEKEJO GALUTINIO NAUDOS GAVEJO

Kas yra galutinis naudos gavéjas?

Galutiniu naudos gavéju yra laikomas fizinis asmuo, kuriam priklauso juridinis asmuo, arba kuris tiesiogiai ar
netiesiogiai valdo juridinj asmenj, arba jj kontroliuoja kitais bldais.

Tiesiogiai kontroliuojan€iu asmeniu yra laikomas asmuo, kuriam juridiniame asmenyje priklausanciy akcijy
arba kurio daliy skaicius virSija 25 %, arba kuris turi daugiau nei 25 % juridinio asmens turto. Netiesiogiai
kontroliuojanciu — fizinis asmuo, kurio kontroliuojama jmoné ar jmonés turi 25 % plius vieng akcijg arba didesne
nei 25 % turto dalj kitame juridiniame asmenyje. Jei nejmanoma nustatyti tiesiogiai ar netiesiogiai
kontroliuojan€io asmens ar kyla abejoniy, kad nustatytas asmuo yra galutinis naudos gavéjas, galutiniu naudos
gaveéju laikomas asmuo, juridiniame asmenyje uZimantis vadovo pareigas.

Kuo vadovaujantis praSoma jj nurodyti?

Si pareiga kilo i$ Lietuvos Respublikos pinigy plovimo ir teroristy finansavimo prevencijos jstatymo pakeitimuy,
kurie jsigaliojo nuo 2020 m. sausio 10 d.

Pagal Sio jstatymo 25 str. 1 d. visi Lietuvos Respublikoje jsteigti juridiniai asmenys, iSskyrus juridinius asmenis,
kuriy vienintelis dalyvis yra valstybé ar savivaldybé, privalo gauti, atnaujinti ir saugoti tikslig informacijg apie
savo naudos gavéjus — naudos gaveéjo varda, pavarde, gimimo datg, asmens kodg, valstybe, kuri iSdavé
asmens tapatybe patvirtinantj dokumenta, gyvenamaja vieta, jo turimas nuosavybés teises ir apimtj (akcijy
skaiciy procentais, balsavimo teisiy skaiciy procentais) arba kitokios kontrolés teises (valdybos pirmininkas,
valdybos narys, vadovas, vyresnysis vadovas, kitos pareigos, perleisty balsavimo teisiy skaicius procentais).

Sie duomenys turés biti pateikti JADIS sistemoje, kuri Lietuvoje dar néra jgyvendinta. Tadiau tai nepaneigia
juridinio asmens pareigos tokig informacijg apie savo naudos gavéjus jau turéti, nes pradéjus sistemai veikti,
Sie duomenys turés bati pateikti JADIS.

ISimtys:

ISimtis kol kas yra numatyta tik juridiniams asmenims, kuriy savininkas (vienintelis dalyvis arba akcininkas) yra
valstybé arba savivaldybé.

MEMO ON SUPPLIER'S BENEFICIAL OWNER

What is a beneficial owner?

Beneficial owner shall mean any natural person who owns a legal person, or manages a legal
person, whether directly or indirectly, or otherwise exercises control thereof.

A shareholding of more than 25% of shares or an ownership interest of more than 25% in the legal
person held by a natural person shall be an indication of direct ownership. A shareholding of 25%
plus one share or an ownership interest of more than 25% in the legal person held by the
undertaking(s), which is/are under the control of a natural person shall be an indication of indirect
ownership. If no direct or indirect ownership is possible to identify, or if there is any doubt that the
person identified is the beneficial owner, the natural person who holds the position of senior
managing official shall be considered the beneficial owner.

What is the basis for request to indicate the beneficial owner?



The duty is established by the relevant amendments to Law of the Republic of Lithuania on the
Prevention of Money Laundering and Terrorist Financing that came into effect on 10 January 2020.

Following Par. 1 of Art. 25 of this Law, all legal persons established in the Republic of Lithuania,
except for legal persons whose sole member is the state or a municipality, must obtain, update and
store accurate information on their beneficial owners, i.e. their name, surname, date of birth, personal
number, the state which issued the identity document, the place of residence, ownership rights held
by them and their scope (the number of shares expressed as a percentage and the number of voting
rights expressed as a percentage), or other rights of control (the chair of the board, board member,
director, senior manager, other position, and the number of transferred voting rights expressed as a
percentage).

Such information shall be submitted to the Information System of Participants of Legal Entities
(JADIS) not yet implemented in Lithuania. Nevertheless, this does not preclude the duty of a legal
person to already have the information on its beneficial owners, since such data will have to be
provided once the Information System of Participants of Legal Entities (JADIS) is implemented.

Exceptions:

For the time being, exception applies to legal persons whose owner (sole member or shareholder)
is the state or a municipality.
